NOTICE TO ALL EXHIBITORS 
 

• Bitches in season may NOT be entered. Refunds will not be given for 
bitches in season. 

• Fees must accompany entries. No entry will be accepted without the 
appropriate fees. No phone entries will be accepted. 

• Pre-entries will not be confirmed by email. 

• Express mail entries must include a signature waiver so that the 
package may be left at the secretary’s home without required 
signature. 

• Orientation will begin at the stated start time for each class. 
• Master Earthdog braces will be drawn 15 minutes before the class start 

time. All entries must be checked in no later than 30 minutes before 
the class start time. Dog(s) not present within five minutes after its 

brace is called will be marked absent by the judge. 
• Dogs not running a test must be on leash or confined at all times. 

Owners are responsible for the safety of their dog(s) and for any 
actions of their dog(s). Excessive correction or abusive treatment is 
grounds for disciplinary action. 

•  Trial will be held rain or shine. Please bring appropriate gear for any   

 variety of weather. 
• Crating space will be available inside the club building during the test. 

The training building is climate controlled with bathrooms and water. 
Crates may be left in the building overnight, but DTCCU does not 
assume responsibility for your possessions. 

 
 

DOGS  ELIGIBLE TO ENTER 
 

Dogs must be six months of age or older to be registered with the American 
Kennel Club. Spayed and neutered dogs, dogs with Limited Registration, 

and dogs of an eligible breed that have been granted ILP (Indefinite Listing 
Privileges) can participate. Dogs may enter only one regular class. Dogs 
need not qualify in “Intro” to enter the Junior Earthdog class. 
 
The following breeds are classified as eligible to participate in earthdog tests: 
Dachshunds, Australian Terriers, Bedlington Terriers, Border Terriers, Cairn 
Terriers, Cesky Terriers, Dandie Dinmont Terriers, Fox Terriers (Smooth and 

Wire), Glen of Imaal Terrier, Parson Russell Terriers, Lakeland Terriers, 
Manchester Terriers, Miniature Bull Terriers, Miniature Schnauzers, Norfolk 
Terriers, Norwich Terriers, Scottish Terriers, Sealyham Terriers, Silky Terriers, 
Skye Terriers, Welsh Terriers and West Highland White Terriers.

CONFIRMATION OF ENTRY 
Confirmation of entries will be by e-mail. Please include a self-addressed, 

stamped post card if you wish to be notified via regular mail. 

 
MOVE UPS 

Dogs may be moved up to a higher class at the written request of the 
owner as the result of qualifying for an Earthdog title. Such requests must be 

received by the Test Secretary no later than 8:00 am on the day of the test. 
Such move ups will be accepted regardless of the class entry. Dogs moving up 
will be added at the end of the running order for that class. 

 
RUNNING ORDER 

Dogs will run in the order that entries are received with consideration given 
to dogs being handled by the same handler. The Test Committee reserves the 
right to modify the running order to keep the event running smoothly. 
 

TESTS OFFERED 
(Dogs may enter only one regular class except dogs that have earned a 

Master Earthdog Title may enter more than one regular class.) 

Introduction to Quarry (non-regular class with no credit toward titles) 
Junior Earthdog class is open to dogs that have not been recorded as or 
received qualifying scores in Senior Earthdog. Except that dogs which have 
earned a Master Earthdog title may enter Junior Earthdog Class. 
Senior Earthdog class is open only to dogs that have acquired the Junior 

Earthdog title before the closing of entries. Except that dogs which have 
earned a Master Earthdog title may enter Senior Earthdog Class. 
Master Earthdog class is open only to dogs that have acquired the Senior 

Earthdog title before the closing of entries. 
 

NON-SANCTIONED EVENTS

PRIZES AND AWARDS 
Rosettes will be awarded to all qualifiers in Junior, Senior and Master tests. 
Ribbons will be awarded to all qualifiers in Introduction to Quarry. All 
prizes must be claimed on the day of the test.
